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has appropriate shelter and daily food 
and water, and vet care when needed), 
buying food is a big expense.

• People who contact us for help with 
the cost of spay/neuter for their cat or 
dog may also need occasional help with 
buying pet food when a paycheck doesn’t 
quite make it to the end of the month. 

• There are plenty of good animal 
caregivers in the community who visit 
food pantries regularly because they 
need a little extra help.

If you would like to make a large donation 
of pet food to JCHS, please contact us 
through our website. If you would like to 
make a smaller donation, consider taking 
it directly to a local food pantry. Or just 
ask around your neighborhood and see 
who might need help.

We need homes...both foster and 4-ever. 
Unlike the past several years, for us, 2009 
has been chock full o’ kittens. So far we 
have handled 20 kittens (12 adopted). 
And there are plenty more waiting to 
come onboard—if only we had places for 
them to stay. 

Consider becoming an in-home foster 
caregiver. It’s extraordinarily rewarding 
work.

Here are a few of our kittens waiting 
patiently for homes.

Caleb, Cyrus, and Cheddar (adopted!) 
were born to a feral mom in Oakville, 
Iowa, less than a year after the flood that 
devastated the town, leaving more feral 
cats than people. This litter of kittens 
was fortunate enough to be handled by 
the person serving as feral cat colony 
manager.

The mom cat has been spayed and 
returned to her colony, thanks to the 
Iowa Humane Alliance (IHA), with help 
from Best Friends Animal Society. IHA 
intervened with a Trap/Neuter/Release 
(TNR) program to keep the colonies from 
growing.

Kenobe, Midori, Nitro, and Brie & Phoenix 
(adopted!) were born under a shrub in 
Iowa City. This litter of kittens was lucky 
enough to be handled by an animal-
friendly couple who lived next door, and 
allowed the kittens to live in safety on 
their porch.
